• High school student

• High level of initiative, self-starter 
• Great people skills, conversing and fostering discussions with youth 
• First Aid/CPR is an asset 
• Ability to sustain a positive, inclusive environment 
• Good verbal/non-verbal communication and problem solving skills 

 
Tasks 

 
• Assist youth with different abilities to participate in the activities 
• Assist the Youth Worker with set up and take down of events 
• Attend WEB events on a weekly basis 
• Work with and guide other volunteers with their tasks 
• Provide appropriate supervision at events 
• Ensure the safety and fun of the participants 
• Enforce the Fun Enforcement Policy and rules of WEB 
• Handling Money 
• Act as an advocate/role model for inclusion within own high school, and 

when appropriate with other schools as well.
